DEVELOPMENT OF TLM

Teaching is an art which includes knowledge, presentation and an art of dissemination. Teaching
demands broad knowledge of subject matter in all horizons, complete curriculum with standards, positive
and caring attitude with enthusiasm, and a desire for learning and techniques of classroom management
and a desire to make a difference in the lives of young people.

Teaching Learning Methods (TLM) :- Recent developments in student learning have been primarily
based on a constructivist philosophy, whereby effective learners are considered the determinants of what
is learnt. From this 'learner centered view, the teacher's role is that of facilitator of learning and prior
ability and knowledge of the learner determines the learner's approach to a learning task. This shows that
the focus of educational practice has been moving decisively away from content delivery and the role of
the teacher has evolved from imparter of information to the facilitator of learning. In this program, the
participants are helped to explore learning principles and theories of successful adult learning from a
learner's perspective. The TLM module seeks to update the faculty members with current teaching and
learning principles. The principles offer insights into educational processes for teachers and professors in
informal and formal systems of education.

Development of Teaching Learning Materials :- Teaching Learning Materials are most commonly
an essential part of a curriculum and normally support the learner and the teacher in understanding
the contents and objectives of the curriculum. The development of Teaching Learning Material by the
universities for schools can be cost effective and useful since there is not enough commercial market for
sparking private interest in the teaching learning material business that caters for studies.
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VISION, ADADEMIC LEADERSHIP AND
INTERDISCIPLINARY LEARNING.

The present scenario of Indian education system holds on to a paradigm war in polarity of two
extremes-traditional and progressive education.

Progressivism and brain- based interdisciplinary learning is of particular value. Basically evidence
suggests that brain does not respond to information that is isolated, fragmented or meaningless to the
learner: the greater and easier the connections made, the quicker and longer learning occurs. To this
end, teachers reported that students participating in thematic study found the content more personally
meaningful, important and useful, resulting in increased student interest and motivation to learn
more. Students in thematic learning environment had greater engagement rates and expressed greater
enjoyment in learning. Ina review of literature on interdisciplinary learning also found theoretical support
for the idea that thematic instruction improves higher-level thinking skills, real world problem solving
and a greater transfer of learning, future interests and connections between content area. An increased
academic achievement along with parental participation was witnessed in students participating in
thematic learning.

John Dewey(1859-1952) , the modern father of Experiential education proposed that education be
designed on the basis of a theory of experience. His theory is that experience arises from the interaction of
two principles-continuity and interaction. Continuity is that each experience a person has will influence
his/her future, for better or for worse. Interaction refers to the situational influence on one’s experience.
In other words, one’s present experience is the function of the interaction between one’s past experiences
and the present situation. For example, a child's experience of a lesson, will depend on how the teacher
arranges and facilitates the lesson, as well as his/her past experience of similar lessons an teachers.

In her article, Jane 1. David(2017) proposed that in project based learning, the teacher plays the role of
facilitator, working with students to form worthwhile questions, structuring meaningful tasks, coaching
both knowledge development and social skills, and carefully assessing what students have learned from
the experience. Advocates assert that project-based learning helps prepare students for the thinking and
collaboration skills required in the workplace. Typical projects presents a problem to solve(How can we
reduce the pollution in the district lake?); a phenomenon to investigate (How to decrease your electricity
bill?); a model to design (Create a scale model of an ideal high school); or a decision to make (Should
female infanticide be banned?)

TEACHERS AND THEIR DISTRIBUTION: A MUCH
NEGLECTED ISSUE

The State Report Card for 2002-03 reported a total of 5197 teachers in all elementary schools in
Jharkhand, irrespective of gender, management and category only 827 (1.6%) of them were Parateachers,
and overall 12091 (23.3%) were female teachers. If we look into the figures of 2005-06 and 2011-12, the
picture has undergone a sea change. As this report has already discussed the huge expansion in facilities
of elementary education in the state in the recent past, while most of the expenditures were one-time
expenditures, provision of teachers was associated with a recurring cost. Though such alternative
arrangement ensured cost effectiveness, the low salary and contractual nature, leading to insecurity
among teachers, remained unfavorable to the need of proper academic environment. Jharkhand is already
encountering unrest amongst the parateachers in the state. Much of the related literatures and many of
the renowned educationists believe that the phenomenon of para-teacher is adverse to quality elementary
education.

Here that very fact that the para-teachers are provided to the marginalized children of the society,
itself raise the question whether or not this is another form of exclusion of these children Higher percentage
constitute of para-teachers in rural schools is just one side of the disparity in provisioning of teaching
staffs. Disparity in distribution of teacher exists in other ways too.

According to Rights of Children to free and Compulsory Education Act (RTE) 2009, all schools in the
country should have at least two teachers, irrespective of total enrolment. While 13 percent of all rural
schools are run by single teachers, only 4.6 percent of urban schools are ran by single teachers. Inequity
in distribution of teachers continues in terms of the positioning of trained teachers. In rural schools, the
percentage of trained teachers is 28.8 as against 55.8 percent in urban schools.

As around 92 percent of total Scheduled Tribe in the state and 81 percent of Scheduled Castes
(according to census 2001), live in villages, which are higher than the average rural population of the state,
they remain the victims of such mal-distribution of teachers on rural/urban basis.
